IV. The “big bang” of HOPE in the darkness of sin

A. God’s Promise of a SAVIOR

B. A REMINDER of God’s Promise 
I have set my rainbow in the clouds, and it will be the sign of the 
covenant between me and the earth.  (Gen. 9:13) 
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
