Remember, it’s not what you do that makes it meaningful, it’s who you do it for. If 
you need a reminder of the passion you once had, Week 5 of “Stay Positive” can help!

So, my dear brothers and sisters, be strong and immovable. Always work 

enthusiastically for the Lord, for you know that nothing you do for the Lord is ever 
useless.
