We all struggle with idolatry. We are reminded that nothing – no matter how good – 
is to come before God. He is our focus and our hope.    

“You yourselves have seen what I did to Egypt, and how I carried you on eagles’ 
wings and brought you to myself. Now if you obey me fully and keep my covenant, 

then out of all the nations you will be my treasured possession.”
