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God is a person, not a power. You can

connect and relate to him personally because He is our Heavenly Father. But the
word “father” can bring up all kinds of bad connotations, hurts, difficulties, and
experiences. As a result of our earthly fathers’ fallibility, we may think God is the
same. In this message we explore four characteristics of God as Father using The
Lord’s Prayer, that will help you see God for who He really is

“This is how you should pray: Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name.” — Matthew 6:9

“... The Lord is with you when you are with him. If you seek him, he will be
found by you, but if you forsake him, he will forsake you.
