SHARING GOD’S PEACE 
 

A READING FROM 1 SAMUEL 10 (ESV)
17 Now Samuel called the people together to the Lord at Mizpah. 18 And he said to 

the people of Israel, “Thus says the Lord, the God of Israel, ‘I brought up Israel out 

of Egypt, and I delivered you from the hand of the Egyptians and from the hand of 

all the kingdoms that were oppressing you.’ 19 But today you have rejected your 

God, who saves you from all your calamities and your distresses, and you have said 

to him, ‘Set a king over us.’ Now therefore present yourselves before the Lord by 

your tribes and by your thousands.” 



 

20 Then Samuel brought all the tribes of Israel near, and the tribe of Benjamin was 

taken by lot. 21 He brought the tribe of Benjamin near by its clans, and the clan of 

the Matrites was taken by lot; and Saul the son of Kish was taken by lot. But when 

they sought him, he could not be found. 22 So they inquired again of the Lord, “Is 

there a man still to come?” and the Lord said, “Behold, he has hidden himself among 

the baggage.” 23 Then they ran and took him from there. And when he stood among 

the people, he was taller than any of the people from his shoulders upward. 24 And 

Samuel said to all the people, “Do you see him whom the Lord has chosen? There 

is none like him among all the people.” And all the people shouted, “Long live the 

king!” 
25 Then Samuel told the people the rights and duties of the kingship, and he wrote 

them in a book and laid it up before the Lord. Then Samuel sent all the people away, 

each one to his home. 26 Saul also went to his home at Gibeah, and with him went 

men of valor whose hearts God had touched. 27 But some worthless fellows said, 

“How can this man save us?” And they despised him and brought him no present. 

But he held his peace. 

 Reader: This is the word of the Lord. 
 All: Thanks be to God. 
 

A READING FROM 1 SAMUEL 16 (ESV)
4 Samuel did what the Lord commanded and came to Bethlehem. The elders of the 

city came to meet him trembling and said, “Do you come peaceably?” 5 And he said, 

“Peaceably; I have come to sacrifice to the Lord. Consecrate yourselves, and come 

with me to the sacrifice.” And he consecrated Jesse and his sons and invited them 

to the sacrifice. 
6 When they came, he looked on Eliab and thought, “Surely the Lord’s anointed is 

before him.” 7 But the Lord said to Samuel, “Do not look on his appearance or on 

the height of his stature, because I have rejected him. For the Lord sees not as man 

sees: man looks on the outward appearance, but the Lord looks on the heart.” 8 Then 

Jesse called … … And Samuel said to Jesse, “The Lord has not chosen these.” 11 Then 

Samuel said to Jesse, “Are all your sons here?” And he said, “There remains yet the 

youngest, but behold, he is keeping the sheep.” And Samuel said to Jesse, “Send 

and get him, for we will not sit down till he comes here.” 12 And he sent and brought 

him in. Now he was ruddy and had beautiful eyes and was handsome. And the Lord 

said, “Arise, anoint him, for this is he.” 13 Then Samuel took the horn of oil and 



 

anointed him in the midst of his brothers. And the Spirit of the Lord rushed upon 

David from that day forward. And Samuel rose up and went to Ramah.

HOLY GOSPEL  
 Pastor: The Gospel reading from Luke 6 (ESV) 
 People: Glory to you, O Lord. 
43 “For no good tree bears bad fruit, nor again does a bad tree bear good fruit, 44 for 

each tree is known by its own fruit. For figs are not gathered from thornbushes, 

nor are grapes picked from a bramble bush. 45 The good person out of the good 

treasure of his heart produces good, and the evil person out of his evil treasure 

produces evil, for out of the abundance of the heart his mouth speaks.  

 Pastor:   This is the Gospel of the Lord.   
 People: Praise to you, O Christ. 
 

NICENE CREED 

 I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth and 

of all things visible and invisible.
