A READING FROM 2 SAMUEL 11 (ESV)

In the spring of the year, the time when kings go out to battle, David sent Joab, 

and his servants with him, and all Israel. And they ravaged the Ammonites and 

besieged Rabbah. But David remained at Jerusalem. 
2 It happened, late one afternoon, when David arose from his couch and was 

walking on the roof of the king's house, that he saw from the roof a woman 

bathing; and the woman was very beautiful. 3 And David sent and inquired about 

the woman. And one said, “Is not this Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam, the wife 

of Uriah the Hittite?” 4 So David sent messengers and took her, and she came to 

him, and he lay with her. (Now she had been purifying herself from her 

uncleanness.) Then she returned to her house. 5 And the woman conceived, and 

she sent and told David, “I am pregnant.” 

 

  



 

A READING FROM PROVERBS 7 (NLT)
6 While I was at the window of my house, looking through the curtain, 7 I saw some 

naive young men, and one in particular who lacked common sense. 8 He was 

crossing the street near the house of an immoral woman, strolling down the path 

by her house. 9 It was at twilight, in the evening, as deep darkness fell. 10 The woman 

approached him, seductively dressed and sly of heart….8 Come, let’s drink our fill 

of love until morning. Let’s enjoy each other’s caresses, 19 for my husband is not 

home. He’s away on a long trip. 20 He has taken a wallet full of money with him and 

won’t return until later this month.” 21 So she seduced him with her pretty speech 

and enticed him with her flattery. 22 He followed her at once, like an ox going to 

the slaughter. He was like a stag caught in a trap, 23 awaiting the arrow that would 

pierce its heart. He was like a bird flying into a snare, little knowing it would cost 

him his life. 24 So listen to me, my sons, and pay attention to my words. 25 Don’t let 

your hearts stray away toward her. Don’t wander down her wayward path. 26 For 

she has been the ruin of many; many men have been her victims. 27 Her house is 

the road to the grave. Her bedroom is the den of death. 

 
THE GOSPEL READING FROM MATTHEW 5 (ESV)  
27 “You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall not commit adultery.’ 28 But I say to 

you that everyone who looks at a woman with lustful intent has already committed 

adultery with her in his heart. 29 If your right eye causes you to sin, tear it out and 

throw it away. For it is better that you lose one of your members than that your 

whole body be thrown into hell. 30 And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it 

off and throw it away. For it is better that you lose one of your members than that 

your whole body go into hell.
