FIRST READING Acts 9:1-19
But Saul, still breathing threats and murder against the disciples of the Lord, went
to the high priest ?and asked him for letters to the synagogues at Damascus, so
that if he found any belonging to the Way, men or women, he might bring them
bound to Jerusalem. 3 Now as he went on his way, he approached Damascus, and
suddenly a light from heaven shone around him. # And falling to the ground, he
heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting me?” > And he
said, “Who are you, Lord?” And he said, "I am Jesus, whom you are
persecuting. ® But rise and enter the city, and you will be told what you are to
do.” ’The men who were traveling with him stood speechless, hearing the voice
but seeing no one. 8Saul rose from the ground, and although his eyes were
opened, he saw nothing. So they led him by the hand and brought him into
Damascus. ? And for three days he was without sight, and neither ate nor drank.

19 Now there was a disciple at Damascus named Ananias. The Lord said to him in a
vision, “Ananias.” And he said, “"Here I am, Lord.” 1* And the Lord said to him, “Rise
and go to the street called Straight, and at the house of Judas look for a man of
Tarsus named Saul, for behold, he is praying, 12and he has seen in a vision a man
named Ananias come in and lay his hands on him so that he might regain his
sight.” 1¥But Ananias answered, “Lord, 1 have heard from many about this
man, how much evil he has done to your saints at Jerusalem. * And here he has
authority from the chief priests to bind all who call on your name.” > But the Lord
said to him, “Go, for he is a chosen instrument of mine to carry my name before
the Gentiles and kings and the children of Israel. *® For Iwill show him how much he
must suffer for the sake of my name.” 1’ So Ananias departed and entered the
house. And laying his hands on him he said, “Brother Saul, the Lord Jesus who
appeared to you on the road by which you came has sent me so that you may
regain your sight and be filled with the Holy Spirit.” ¥ And immediately something
like scales fell from his eyes, and he regained his sight. Then he rose and was
baptized; 1° and taking food, he was strengthened.




EPISTLE READING Romans 1:1-17

Paul, a servant of Christ Jesus, called to be an apostle, set apart for the gospel of
God, 2which he promised beforehand through his prophets in the holy
Scriptures, 3 concerning his Son, who was descended from David according to the
flesh “and was declared to be the Son of God in power according to the Spirit of
holiness by his resurrection from the dead, Jesus Christ our Lord, °through
whom we have received grace and apostleship to bring about the obedience of
faith for the sake of his name among all the nations, ®including you who are called
to belong to Jesus Christ,

’To all those in Rome who are loved by God and called to be saints:

Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

8 First, I thank my God through Jesus Christ for all of you, because your faith is
proclaimed in all the world. ® For God is my witness, whom I serve with my spirit in
the gospel of his Son, that without ceasing I mention you ° always in my prayers,
asking that somehow by God's will I may now at last succeed in coming to
you. 1 ForI long to see you, that I may impart to you some spiritual gift to
strengthen you— ! that is, that we may be mutually encouraged by each other's
faith, both yours and mine. 31 do not want you to be unaware, brothers, that I have
often intended to come to you (but thus far have been prevented), in order that I
may reap some harvest among you as well as among the rest of the Gentiles. 141
am under obligation both to Greeks and to barbarians, both to the wise and to the
foolish. 1> So I am eager to preach the gospel to you also who are in Rome.

16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to
everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.!’For in it the
righteousness of God is revealed from faith for faith, as it is written, “The righteous
shall live by faith.”

HOLY GOSPEL John 4:1-26 (NIV)

Now Jesus learned that the Pharisees had heard that he was gaining and baptizing
more disciples than John— 2 although in fact it was not Jesus who baptized, but
his disciples. 3 So he left Judea and went back once more to Galilee.

“Now he had to go through Samaria. >So he came to a town in Samaria called
Sychar, near the plot of ground Jacob had given to his son Joseph. ¢ Jacob’s well
was there, and Jesus, tired as he was from the journey, sat down by the well. It was



about noon.

When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, “Will you give
me a drink?” 8 (His disciples had gone into the town to buy food.)

9The Samaritan woman said to him, “You are a Jew and I am a Samaritan woman.
How can you ask me for a drink?” (For Jews do not associate with Samaritans.)

10 Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God and who it is that asks you for
a drink, you would have asked him and he would have given you living water.”
11“Sjr,” the woman said, “you have nothing to draw with and the well is deep.
Where can you get this living water? 12 Are you greater than our father Jacob, who
gave us the well and drank from it himself, as did also his sons and his livestock?”
13 Jesus answered, “Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, * but
whoever drinks the water I give them will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give them
will become in them a spring of water welling up to eternal life.”

15The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water so that I won't get thirsty and
have to keep coming here to draw water.”

16 He told her, “Go, call your husband and come back.”

17T have no husband,” she replied.

Jesus said to her, “You are right when you say you have no husband. 8 The fact is,
you have had five husbands, and the man you now have is not your husband. What
you have just said is quite true.”

19*Sir,” the woman said, “I can see that you are a prophet. 2 Our ancestors
worshiped on this mountain, but you Jews claim that the place where we must
worship is in Jerusalem.”

2L"Woman," Jesus replied, “believe me, a time is coming when you will worship the
Father neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem. 22 You Samaritans worship what
you do not know; we worship what we do know, for salvation is from the
Jews. 2Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will
worship the Father in the Spirit and in truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the
Father seeks. * God is spirit, and his worshipers must worship in the Spirit and in
truth.”

2> The woman said, “I know that Messiah” (called Christ) “is coming. When he
comes, he will explain everything to us.”

26 Then Jesus declared, "I, the one speaking to you—I am he."
