INTRODUCTION AND READING  Jeremiah 23:1-8 

“Woe to the shepherds who destroy and scatter the sheep of my pasture!” declares 

the Lord. 2 Therefore thus says the Lord, the God of Israel, concerning the 

shepherds who care for my people: “You have scattered my flock and have driven 

them away, and you have not attended to them. Behold, I will attend to you for 

your evil deeds, declares the Lord. 3 Then I will gather the remnant of my flock out 

of all the countries where I have driven them, and I will bring them back to their 

fold, and they shall be fruitful and multiply. 4 I will set shepherds over them who 



will care for them, and they shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, neither shall any 

be missing, declares the Lord. 
5 “Behold, the days are coming, declares the Lord, when I will raise up for David a 

righteous Branch, and he shall reign as king and deal wisely, and shall execute 

justice and righteousness in the land. 6 In his days Judah will be saved, and Israel 

will dwell securely. And this is the name by which he will be called: ‘The Lord is our 

righteousness.’ 
7 “Therefore, behold, the days are coming, declares the Lord, when they shall no 

longer say, ‘As the Lord lives who brought up the people of Israel out of the land 

of Egypt,’ 8 but ‘As the Lord lives who brought up and led the offspring of the 

house of Israel out of the north country and out of all the countries where he had 

driven them.’ Then they shall dwell in their own land.” 

INTRODUCTION AND READING  Romans 5:1-11

Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through 

our Lord Jesus Christ. 2 Through him we have also obtained access by faith into this 

grace in which we stand, and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only 

that, but we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces 

endurance, 4 and endurance produces character, and character produces 

hope, 5 and hope does not put us to shame, because God's love has been poured 

into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us. 
6 For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 For 

one will scarcely die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person 

one would dare even to die— 8 but God shows his love for us in that while we were 

still sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his 

blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. 10 For if while 

we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, 

now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. 11 More than that, we also 

rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now 

received reconciliation.

INTRODUCTION AND GOSPEL READING John 4:43-54   
43 After the two days he departed for Galilee. 44 (For Jesus himself had testified that 

a prophet has no honor in his own hometown.) 45 So when he came to Galilee, the 

Galileans welcomed him, having seen all that he had done in Jerusalem at the feast. 

For they too had gone to the feast. 
46 So he came again to Cana in Galilee, where he had made the water wine. And at 

Capernaum there was an official whose son was ill. 47 When this man heard that 

Jesus had come from Judea to Galilee, he went to him and asked him to come 

down and heal his son, for he was at the point of death. 48 So Jesus said to 

him, “Unless you see signs and wonders you will not believe.” 49 The official said to 

him, “Sir, come down before my child dies.” 50 Jesus said to him, “Go; your son will 

live.” The man believed the word that Jesus spoke to him and went on his way. 51 As 

he was going down, his servants met him and told him that his son was 

recovering. 52 So he asked them the hour when he began to get better, and they 

said to him, “Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever left him.” 53 The father knew 

that was the hour when Jesus had said to him, “Your son will live.” And he himself 

believed, and all his household. 54 This was now the second sign that Jesus did 

when he had come from Judea to Galilee.
